John further describes 
the beauty of the New City, God’s infinite reign 
with the saints in Heaven and receives 
confirmation from the Holy Angel that all these 
things were spoken by Jesus.

Revelation 22:1-2 NIV &

Then the angel showed me the river of the water of 
life, as clear as crystal, flowing from the throne of 

God and of the Lamb 2down the middle of the 
great street of the city. On each side of the river 

stood the tree of life, bearing twelve crops of fruit, 
yielding its fruit every month. And the leaves of the 

tree are for the healing of the nations.

GENESIS 3:8-9

8Now the LORD God had planted a garden in the 
east, in Eden; and there he put the man he had 
formed. 9 The LORD God made all kinds of trees 

grow out of the ground—trees that were pleasing 
to the eye and good for food. In the middle of the 

garden were the tree of life and the tree of the 
knowledge of good and evil.
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22And the LORD God said, “The man has now 
become like one of us, knowing good and 

evil. He must not be allowed to reach out his 
hand and take also from the tree of life and 

eat and live forever.” 23 So the LORD God 
banished him from the Garden of Eden to work 

the ground from which he had been taken.

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24After he drove the man out, he placed 
on the east side of the Garden of 

Eden cherubim and a flaming 
sword flashing back and forth to guard 

the way to the tree of life.

3No longer will there be any curse. The 
throne of God and of the Lamb will be in the 

city, and his servants will serve him.
4 They will see his face, and his name will 

be on their foreheads.

They will not 
need the light of a lamp or the light of the 
sun, for the Lord God will give them light.

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Key Points to Remember

1. The river and tree of Life are symbolic to the 
infinite presence of God and Eden.

2. There is One River that flows from throne of 
God and the Lamb. (The two are one).

3. We will serve and worship God in His presence.
4. There is no more darkness, nor Sun or Moon.

6 The angel said to me, “These words are 
trustworthy and true. The Lord, the God who 
inspires the prophets, sent his angel to show 
his servants the things that must soon take 

place.”
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Revelation 22:7-8 NIV &

7 “Look, I am coming soon! Blessed is the one who 
keeps the words of the prophecy written in this 

scroll.”
8 I, John, am the one who heard and saw 

these things. And when I had heard and seen 
them, I fell down to worship at the feet of the 
angel who had been showing them to me.
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Revelation 22:9 NIV &

9 But he said to me, “Don’t do that! I am a 
fellow servant with you and with your fellow 
prophets and with all who keep the words 

of this scroll. Worship God!”
