16 For | tell you, | will not eat it again until it finds
fulfillment in the kingdom of God.”

17 After taking the cup, he gave thanks and
said, “Take this and divide it among you.



18 For | tell you | will not drink again from the fruit
of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.”

19 And he took bread, gave thanks and broke it,
and gave it to them, saying, “This is my body
given for you; do this in remembrance of me.”



The significance of this Passover is this was the very
last supper under the old covenant.

Jesus’ death, burial & resurrection replaced the
Need for a Lamb to shed blood at Passover.
Jesus is the ultimate Sacrificial Lamb.

The blessing in communion gives us a new
covenant and a new remembrance! Luke Ch.22:20



20 In the same way, after the supper he took
the cup, saying, “This cup is the new
covenant in my blood, which is poured out
for you.

21 But the hand of him who is going to betray
me is with mine on the table.



22The Son of Man will go as it has been
decreed. But woe to that man who beirays
him!”.
23They began to question among themselves
which of them it might be who would do this.



24The Son of Man will go just as it is written about
him. But woe to that man who beirays the Son of
Man! It would be better for him if he had not
been born.”

25Then Judas, the one who would betray
him, said, “Surely you don’t mean me, Rabbi?”

Jesus answered, “You have said so.”
