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The Apostle Paul’s Letter to the Galatians denounces 
all attempts to justify oneself apart from Christ.
 The  local Judaizers’ undermined this belief in the 
Galatian church. Paul teaches that what the Judaizers 
preached is not the Gospel, but heresy, leading 
them back into the same bondage they were in 
before they believed in Christ. Jesus Christ came to 
fulfill the law. Reference Matthew 5:17-20
