11 Therefore, remember that formerly you 

who are Gentiles by birth and called 

“uncircumcised”

 by those who call themselves “the 

circumcision” (which is done in the body by 

human hands)

                  Ephesians 2:12 NRSV  

12 Remember that at that time you were 
separate from Christ, excluded from 

citizenship in Israel and foreigners to the 
covenants of the promise, without hope 

and without God in the world. 
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1. Gentiles are not part of the Israel citizenship.

2. Had no part in the covenants of the promise. 

3. Labeled without hope and without God.

4. There was and is no true hope in any of the 

pagan religions.

14 For he himself is our peace, who has made 

the two groups one and has destroyed the

3. Reconciliation" originates from the Latin word 
"reconciliatio",meaning "renewal”.
