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LESSON CONTEXT

The first part of the lesson introduces
Jesus’ encounter with an unnamed
young man whom we refer to as “the
rich young ruler.” A well-established
figure in the community.
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LESSON CONTEXT

The encounter occurred only a few weeks

before Jesus 'crucifixion and resurrection.
At the time there were several tense
encounters with Pharisees and others, as

Jesus taught in Galilee and left for Judea.
